DEADLY DUNKIRK

In the small town of Dunkirk war as
begun and the Luftwaffe bombed the
beach throughout the clearance,
slowing down the process. During the
clearance so far around 120 civilian
sailing were killed. And more than 930
ships took part in this evacuation. Over
26,000 French soldiers were cleared on
that last day, but between 30,000 and
40,000 more were left and abandoned
and captured by the Germans. Around
16,000 French soldiers and 1,000
British  soldiers died during the
clearance. 90% of Dunkirk was
destroyed during the battle.

The Reims signing ceremony was
attended by many reporters on the 8" of May at 21.00. Western Allies would
celebrate Victory in Europe Day on the 8" of May. Marshal Wilhelm Keitel
was one of the first people to sign the surrender for Berlin The signing in
Berlin took place on the 9™ of May at 00.16 local time. But in Moscow time
the Reims signing, and the Berlin were all on the same day.
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The war is finally coming to an end it has been going on for five years
straight and now there is peace in Europe. all of the soldiers are
celebrating with there family and friends out on the streets of big
cities including Paris London and New York.
